Both individual European states and the European Union in its current form are inadequate guides through the turbulences of globalisation, which continuously challenge the monetary system, employment, the sustainability of the welfare state, and the traditional distributions of geopolitical and socio-economic power.

Answers suggested by nationalists or intergovernementalists to these challenges suggest a return to the past or a continued adherence to the status quo. Their solutions fall short of what European citizens are entitled to expect from their leaders. Only the transformation of the European Union into a real European Federation with a full Federal Economic, Fiscal and Monetary Union, accountable by the European Parliament can enable our society to face the unpredictable challenges of the 21st century.
